Good afternoon, folks! It’s my pleasure and privilege to welcome you all at our first gala performance, and I hope very much that this is the beginning of a new tradition – to gather to the celebration of music.

Nowadays it’s almost impossible to escape from music. Even if we want to. It thunders out of every high-street shop. Hisses through other people’s stereos on public transport, lulls you in hotel lobbies. We all can now have music wherever we go and wherever we are.  Thank you all for coming here and let’s make this day special for music lovers from Domodedovo schools. Take your time and enjoy yourselves!
Compere1: Thank you, thank you. Let me also say hello to our participants and begin the performance.

Compere 2: Good afternoon, ladies and gentlemen! Welcome to our most wonderful party which is about musical art of the countries whose language and culture we are studying.

Compere 1: These are the United Kingdom and the USA of course.

Compere 2:  Absolutely! Throughout its history, the United Kingdom has been a major exporter and source of musical innovation in the modern and contemporary eras, drawing its cultural basis from the history of the United Kingdom, from church music, from Western culture and from the ancient and traditional folk music and instrumentation of England, Scotland, Northern Ireland and Wales.

 Compere 3: And we can’t imagine any music without different instruments. So, let’s start with

A harpsichord , look at the slide, please. A harpsichord was widely used in Renaissance and Baroque music. During the late 18th century it gradually disappeared from the musical scene with the rise of the fortepiano. But in the 20th century it made resurgence, used in historically informed performance of older music, in new (contemporary) compositions, and in popular culture.

Compere 1: The next is a concertina, a free-reed musical instrument, like the various accordions and the harmonica. 

The concertina was popular throughout the 19th century. The Salvation Army in England, America, Australia, and New Zealand commonly used concertinas in their bands.

Compere 2: Lute can refer generally to any string instrument . Lutes were in widespread use in Europe at least since the 13th century. In the second half of the 17th century lutes started losing popularity, and almost no music had been written for the instrument after 1750. The interest in lute music was revived only in the second half of the 20th century.

Compere 3: And, of course, we can’t mention bagpipes, probably the most interesting and popular folk instrument. A bagpipe is a class of musical instrument, aerophones, using enclosed reeds fed from a constant reservoir of air in the form of a bag. 

In the United Kingdom and Commonwealth Nations such as Canada and New Zealand, the Great Highland Bagpipe is commonly used in the military and is often played in formal ceremonies. 

In recent years, often driven by revivals of native folk music and dance, many types of bagpipes have enjoyed a resurgence in popularity. 

Compere 1:  Gaining popularity as a folk instrument in the early 19th century in the Celtic music revivals, tin whistles now play an integral part of several folk traditions. The tin whistle is a good starting instrument to learn the uilleann pipes, which has similar finger technique, range of notes and repertoire. The tin whistle is the most popular instrument in Irish traditional music today. 

Compere 2:  And now we’d like to examine you and see how good you are at musical instruments. Listen and guess which musical instrument is being played. (Игра «Угадай инструмент»)

Compere 3: Musical composition, performance and training in the United Kingdom inherited the European classical traditions of the eighteenth century and saw a great expansion during the nineteenth century. These traditions, including the cultural strands drawn from the United Kingdom's constituent nations and provinces, have continued to evolve in distinctive ways through the work of many composers. 
Compere 2:  Well, meet our first participants with a very nice winter song. “Happy New Year” by “Abba”. Liz Andreeva and Victoria Kryuchkova, Yamskya School. Let’s support the girls with applauses.
Compere 1:  Let us mention some great British composers, whose influence on music was rather big. Well, Henry Purcell ,an English composer who incorporated Italian and French stylistic elements into his compositions. He is generally considered to be one of the greatest English composers; no other native-born English composer approached his fame.

Compere 2:  Baron Lloyd-Webber  is a British composer and impresario of musical theatre.

He has composed 13 musicals, a song cycle, a set of variations, two film scores, and a Latin Requiem Mass. He has also gained a number of honours, including a knighthood in 1992, followed by a peerage from Queen Elizabeth II for services to Music, seven Tony Awards, three Grammy Awards, an Academy Award, fourteen Ivor Novello Awards, seven Olivier Awards, a Golden Globe Award, and the Kennedy Center Honors in 2006. Several of his songs have been widely recorded and were hits outside of their parent musicals, notably "The Music of the Night" from The Phantom of the Opera, "I Don't Know How to Love Him" from Jesus Christ Superstar, "Don't Cry for Me, Argentina" and "You Must Love Me" from Evita, "Any Dream Will Do" from Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat and "Memory" from Cats. Having achieved great popular success in musical theatre, Lloyd Webber was referred to by The New York Times in 2001 as "the most commercially successful composer in history”. 

Compere 3:  Edward Benjamin Britten, Baron Britten was an English composer, conductor and pianist. He was a central figure of 20th-century British classical music, with a range of works including opera, other vocal music, orchestral and chamber pieces. His best-known works include the opera Peter Grimes (1945), the War Requiem (1962) and the orchestral showpiece The Young Person's Guide to the Orchestra (1945).

Compere 1: Have you heard this song before? Yes, it’s Sir Elton  John , an English singer, songwriter, composer, pianist, record producer, and occasional actor. He has worked with lyricist Bernie Taupin as his songwriter partner since 1967; they have collaborated on more than 30 albums to date.

In his five-decade career John has sold more than 300 million records, making him one of the best-selling music artists in the world. He has more than fifty Top 40 hits. In 2004, Rolling Stone ranked him Number 49 on its list of 100 influential musicians of the rock and roll era.
In 1998 John received a knighthood from Queen Elizabeth II for "services to music and charitable services".

 Compere 2:  In 60s the band “The Beatles” was the most popular band not only in England, but throughout the world. We love their songs till our days. Meet the pupils of the 1st school with the song “Yesterday”.

Compere 3: The Beatles were an English rock band that formed in Liverpool, in 1960. With John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison, and Ringo Starr, they became widely regarded as the greatest and most influential act of the rock era.

Starting in 1960, the Beatles built their reputation playing clubs in Liverpool and Hamburg over a three-year period. They gained popularity in the United Kingdom after their first hit, "Love Me Do", in late 1962. They acquired the nickname the "Fab Four" as Beatlemania grew in Britain over the following year, and by early 1964 they had become international stars, leading the "British Invasion" of the United States pop market. From 1965 on, the Beatles produced what many critics consider their finest material, including the innovative and widely influential albums Rubber Soul (1965), Revolver (1966), Sgt Pepper's Lonely Hearts Club Band (1967), The Beatles (White Album) (1968), and Abbey Road (1969). After their break-up in 1970, they each enjoyed successful musical careers. Lennon was shot and killed in December 1980, and Harrison died of lung cancer in November 2001. McCartney and Starr, the remaining members, remain musically active.

Compere 1: And now, let’s listen to another song of this band. Meet pupils of the 4th school. Anton Makarov, Julia Fetissova and Mary Negrish with the song “Lemon Tree”.

Compere 2:  Thanks for such a nice song. And we’ll go on our show. Forms of popular music, including folk music, jazz, rapping/hip hop, pop and rock music, have particularly flourished in Britain since the twentieth century and gave birth to some festivals.

Compere 1:  An eisteddfod is a Welsh festival of literature, music and performance. The tradition of such a meeting of Welsh artists dates back to the 12th century. Its eight days of competitions and performances, entirely in the Welsh language, are staged annually in the first week of August. Competitors typically number 6,000 or more, and overall attendances generally exceed 150,000 visitors.

Compere 3: The Edinburgh International Festival is an annual festival of performing arts in Edinburgh, Scotland, over three weeks from around the middle of August. By invitation from the Festival Director, the International Festival brings top class performers of music (especially classical music), theatre, opera and dance from around the world to perform. The festival also hosts a series of visual art exhibitions, talks and workshops.  By the way, this year the festival will be held in August 8-31. Everybody is invited.
Compere 1:  Well, now another English song. Varvara Zemlyanskay, Lyceum Number 3, will perform “Turning Tables” by Adele.

Compere 2:   The Aldeburgh Festival of Music and the Arts is an English arts festival devoted mainly to classical music. It takes place each June in the Aldeburgh area of Suffolk. The Festival was founded in 1948 by the composer Benjamin Britten, the singer Peter Pears and the producer Eric Crozier. 

From the beginning, the Festivals were characterised by an eclectic range of music, from the classics – Bach, Haydn, Mozart – to contemporary work, with young composers in particular being commissioned. 

There was a strong connection with Russian music: Rostropovich and Sviatoslav Richter became frequent visitors, and in 1970 Shostakovich’s 14th Symphony - dedicated to Britten - had its first performance outside the USSR at the Concert Hall.

Compere 1:  
And we’ll start the second part of our performance which is devoted to American music and invite Riana Kulikova from Zareovskaya School. She’ll perform Christina Aguilera’s song “Hurt”. 
Compere 3: The music of the United States reflects the country's multi-ethnic population through a diverse array of styles. It is a mixture of West African traditions on the one hand and Irish and Scottish traditions with the later addition of Mexican and Cuban elements. Among the country's most internationally-renowned genres are hip hop, blues, country, rhythm and blues, ragtime, jazz, barbershop, pop, experimental, techno, and rock and roll. The United States has the world's largest music market with a total retail value of 4,481.8 million dollars and its music is heard around the world. Since the beginning of the 20th century, some forms of American popular music have gained a near global audience. 

Compere 2: Native Americans were the earliest inhabitants of the land that is today known as the United States and played its first music. Beginning in the 17th century, immigrants from the United Kingdom, Ireland, Spain, Germany and France began arriving in large numbers, bringing with them new styles and instruments. African slaves brought musical traditions, and each subsequent wave of immigrants contributed to a melting pot.

Compere 1: Much of modern popular music can trace its roots to the emergence in the late 19th century of African American blues and the growth of gospel music in the 1920s. 

Compere 2:The blues is a genre of African American folk music that is the basis for much of modern American popular music. Blues can be seen as part of a continuum of musical styles like country, jazz, ragtime, and gospel. Early forms of the blues evolved in and around the Mississippi Delta in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. The earliest blues-like music was primarily call-and-response vocal music, without harmony or accompaniment and without any formal musical structure. Slaves and their descendants created the blues by adapting the field shouts and hollers, turning them into passionate solo songs. When mixed with the Christian spiritual songs of African American churches and revival meetings, blues became the basis of gospel music.
 Compere 1: Well, our next participants today are Milana Bogdashina and Anna Tonyan from Vostryakovskaya school with the song “Can’t back down”
Compere 3: Modern gospel began in African American churches in the 1920s, in the form of worshipers proclaiming their faith in an improvised, often musical manner. Composers like Thomas A. Dorsey composed gospel works that used elements of blues and jazz in traditional hymns and spiritual songs.
Compere 1: Blues became a part of American popular music in the 1920s, when classic female blues singers like Bessie Smith grew popular. By the end of the 1940s, however, pure blues was only a minor part of popular music, having been subsumed by offshoots like rhythm & blues and the nascent rock and roll style. Some styles of electric, piano-driven blues, like the boogie-woogie, retained a large audience. 
Compere 2: Jazz is a kind of music characterized by swung and blue notes, call and response vocals, polyrhythms and improvisation. Though originally a kind of dance music, jazz has been a major part of popular music, and has also become a major element of Western classical music. Jazz has roots in West African cultural and musical expression, and in African American music traditions including blues and ragtime, as well as European military band music.

Compere 3:Though jazz had long since achieved some limited popularity, it was Louis Armstrong who became one of the first popular stars and a major force in the development of jazz. 

Compere 2: Have you ever heard of Frank Sinatra? Of course you know this American actor and singer. Well, Ann Bibichadze, gymnasium 5, with his famous song “I love you baby”
Compere 1: R&B, an abbreviation for rhythm and blues, is a style that arose in the 1930s and 1940s. Early R&B consisted of large rhythm units "smashing away behind screaming blues singers (who) had to shout to be heard above the clanging and strumming of the various electrified instruments and the churning rhythm sections". By the end of the 1950s, however, there was a wave of popular black blues-rock and country-influenced R&B performers like Chuck Berry gaining unprecedented fame among white listeners. 
Compere 2:The first contemporary R&B stars arose in the 1980s, with the dance-pop star Michael Jackson, funk-influenced singer Prince, and a wave of female vocalists like Tina Turner and Whitney Houston. Michael Jackson and Prince has been described as the most influential figures in contemporary R&B and popular music because of their eclectic use of elements from a variety of genres.

Compere 3:Rock and roll developed out of country, blues, and R&B. Rock's exact origins and early influences have been hotly debated, and are the subjects of much scholarship Rock and roll first entered popular music through a style called rockabilly. Black-performed rock and roll had previously had limited mainstream success, but it was the white performer Elvis Presley who first appealed to mainstream audiences with a black style of music, becoming one of the best-selling musicians in history, and brought rock and roll to audiences across the world.

Compere 1:The 1960s saw several important changes in popular music, especially rock. These changes included the move from professionally composed songs to the singer-songwriter, and the understanding of popular music as an art, rather than a form of commerce or pure entertainment. 
Compere 3: “Stronger” is the name of the next song which will be perfofmed by two girls of the second school. Meet Arina Loban’ and Anastassia Filimonova.
Compere 2: Following the turbulent political, social and musical changes of the 1960s and early 1970s, rock music diversified. What was formerly a discrete genre known as rock and roll evolved into a catchall category called simply rock music, which came to include diverse styles like heavy metal and punk rock. 
Compere 3:Punk was a form of rebellious rock that began in the 1970s, and was loud, aggressive and often very simple. Punk began as a reaction against the popular music of the period, especially disco.
Compere 1: Hardcore, punk, and garage rock were the roots of alternative rock, a diverse grouping of rock subgenres, that arose from the punk and post-punk styles. 
Compere 3: Ladies and gentlemen. Meet Helen Mitina from Lyceum 3 with Stevie Wonder’s song “Sir Duke”.
Compere 2: Heavy metal is characterized by aggressive, driving rhythms, amplified and distorted guitars, grandiose lyrics and virtuosic instrumentation. Heavy metal's origins lie in the hard rock bands who took blues and rock and created a heavy sound centered around the guitar and drums. Most of the pioneers in the field were British; the first major American bands came in the early 1970s, like KISS and Aerosmith.(Music by Aerosmith)

Compere 3: During the 1980s the first major pop-metal style arose and dominated the charts for several years. Some of these bands, like Bon Jovi, became international stars. The band Guns N' Roses rose to fame near the end of the decade with an image that was a reaction against the glam metal aesthetic.

By the mid-1980s the United States was especially known for one of  subgenres, thrash metal, which was innovated by bands like Anthrax, Metallica, Megadeth and Slayer, with Metallica being the most commercially successful. (Music by Metallica). 

Compere 1: And Liz Dubrovskaya in role of Lady Gaga with the song “Applause” finishes our concert today. The 5th gymnasium.
